Welcome to the September 2018 edition 
of the DARWIN newsletter! 
 

The final 9 months of the project have 
been instrumental for the adaption and 
adoption of the DARWIN Resilience 
Management Guidelines (DRMG). We 
have hosted a series of DCoP workshops 
and webinars to test ease-of-use and 
receive feedback from expert cross-
domain end-users. New activities such as 
rapid prototyping were perfomed involving 
the DCoP, and their contributions have 
enabled us to further  improve DARWIN’s 
outputs.  
 

With the project-end looming, the primary 
focus has been the consolidation, 
evaluation and improvement of results, to 
address various recommendations from 
evaluators. This was followed by events 
and workshops aimed at increasing 
awareness of the DRMG and the benefits 
they bring to resilience management in 
Europe. 
 

As well as hosting workshops, expert 
meetings and webinars, the DARWIN 
partners have participated in numerous 
international conferences, such as, 
SRIEE 2017 (Estonia), ESREL 2017 

(Slovenia), IPREDV (Israel), CoU events 
(Belgium) and the International Conference 
on Infrastructure Resilience 2018 
(Switzerland). These events have been 
critical for gathering feedback from experts 
and end-users to refine our training tools and 
guidelines. We have also been involved in 
collaboration activities with other European 
H2020 and National projects addressing 
resilience for critical infrastructures, such as 
the Critical Infrastructure Resilience 
Conference we organised together with the 
other DRS-7 projects in April. In this way we 
facilitated knowledge transfer and avoided 
the unneccessary duplication of work. 
 

The DCoP has played a central role in 
DARWIN, and we’re looking forward to its 
continuation beyond the project, beginning 
with a kick-off meeting on 25th October.  
 

Following the end of the project, the main 
focus will be continuation of the DCoP and 
supporting implementation of the DRMG 
among end-users, policy makers and crisis 
managers.

On 22nd February 2018, the DARWIN 
project held a DCoP webinar, ‘Resilience 
Management – What’s in It for Me?’ 
Hosted by Euan Morin from KMC, 
Sweden, and presented by Matthieu 
Branlat from SINTEF, Norway, it explored 
the DARWIN Wiki, a platform central to 
the project. DCoP members can access 
the Wiki to provide expert input to the 
DARWIN Resilience Management 
Guidelines (DRMG) and their associated 
Capability Cards.  
 
The webinar gave a tutorial on how to 
navigate through the Wiki, and how to 
extract information useful for assessing 
and building resilience.

Matthieu Branlat, SINTEF, delivered a 
status update on the initial work 
undertaken by DARWIN to develop this 
Capability Card (formerly known as 
Concept Card). The Capability Card was 
developed through rapid prototyping at 
the latest DCoP workshop in Linköping, 
Sweden, in March 2018.
